Deacon Arthur Brown was born on August 27, 1935, in 
Allendale, South Carolia. He was the first born son of the 
late June Brown, Sr. and Mary Woods Brown. He 
departed this life on Sunday, May 25, 2025. 
 
He attended the Samaritan Church School, in Springfield, 
South Carolina.
