Dr. Rozell Stephens Lindsay (“Dooley”) was born on February 1, 1937, in 
Prosperity, South Carolina. She was the daughter of the late Bennie Stephens, 
Sr., and Rosa Lee Dewalt Stephens. She departed this life on Monday, August 
11, 2025, at Lexington Medical Hospital. Rozell’s indomitable spirit of resilience 
will be greatly missed and truly remembered by all. 

 
Dr. Lindsay was educated in the public schools of Newberry, South Carolina, 
graduated from Gallman High School Class of 1955, and earned a Diploma in 
Beauty Culture from Pope’s Beauty School, Columbia, South Carolina, in 1956.  
She was the sole proprietor of Style Crest Beauty Studio on Gervais Street for 
over 50 years. 
 
Rozell’s distinguished cosmetology career includes serving as State Association
